COMPOSITE ADVANTAGE FRP DROP-IN-PLACE BRIDGE PRODUCT REDUCES COSTS, SAVES TIME FOR MINING INDUSTRY 
DAYTON, Ohio - (March 19, 2009) – Composite Advantage LLC (CA) has introduced a new drop-in-place prefabricated Fiber Reinforced Polymer (FRP) composite bridge product designed to help the mining industry reduce costs and save time during exploration efforts.  Built to support heavy equipment needing access to remote areas, CA’s integrated drop-in-place bridge system can be easily and quickly moved to different locations.  

The drop-in-place system is based on molding technologies CA developed and uses to build and install permanent vehicular and pedestrian FRP bridges and bridge decks throughout the US.  The drop-in-place system provides a temporary product that permits heavy equipment to cross water ways and open spans quickly and safely.  Bridge installation does not require cranes or heavy equipment.  Bridge weights vary from 21 to 35 psf depending on the load capacity required.  Fewer connection joints reduce potential structural problems. The drop-in-place product is corrosion resistant, does not rot or absorb water, requires minimal maintenance and provides a long life cycle.
Since the drop-in-place bridge can be transported and placed quicker than bridges made of traditional materials, labor and shipping costs are reduced.   The prefabricated panels can be set side-by-side to create any width bridge.  A non-skid wear surface and rail post attachments are included.
